In addition to the general safety and maintenance suggestions in this preface, and Chapter 8: Troubleshooting,
keep these pointsin mind:

Hand-carry the notebook - For security, don’t let it out of your sight. In some areas, computer theft is very
common. Don’t check it with “normal” luggage. Baggage handlers may not be sufficiently careful. Avoid knock-
ing the computer against hard objects.

Bewar e of Electromagnetic fields - Devices such as metal detectors & X-ray machines can damage the com-
puter, hard disk, floppy disks, and other media. They may also destroy any stored data - Pass your computer and
disks around the devices. Ask security officials to hand-inspect them (you may be asked to turn it on). Note:
Some airports also scan luggage with these devices.

Fly safely - Most airlines have regulations about the use of computers and other electronic devices in flight.
Theserestrictions are for your safety, follow them. If you stow the notebook in an overhead compartment, make
sure it’s secure. Contents may shift and/or fall out when the compartment is opened.

Get power whereyou can - If an electrical outlet isavailable, usethe AC/DC adapter and keep your battery(ies)
charged.

Keep it dry - If you move quickly from acold to awarm location, water vapor can condense inside the computer.
Wait afew minutes before turning it on so that any moisture can evaporate.

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Developing Good Work Habits

Developing good work habitsisimportant if you need to work in front of the computer for long periods of time.
Improper work habits can result in discomfort or serious injury from repetitive strain to your hands, wrists or
other joints. The following are some tips to reduce the strain:

«Adjust the height of the chair and/or desk so that the keyboard isat or sightly below the level
of your elbow. Keep your forearms, wrists, and hands in arelaxed position.

*Your knees should be slightly higher than your hips. Place your feet flat on the floor or on a
footrest if necessary.

*Use achair with aback and adjust it to support your lower back comfortably.

«Sit straight so that your knees, hips and elbows form approximately 90-degree angles when
you are working.

*Take periodic breaksif you are using the computer for long periods of time.

Remember to:

Alter your posture frequently.

«Stretch and exercise your body several times a day.

*Take periodic breaks when you work at the computer for long periods of time. Frequent and
short breaks are better than fewer and longer breaks.

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Lighting
Proper lighting and a comfortable viewing angle can reduce eye strain and shoulder and neck muscle fatigue.

Position the display to avoid glare or reflections from overhead lighting or outside sources of light.

Keep the display screen clean and set the brightness and contrast to levels that allow you to see the screen clearly.
Position the display directly in front of you at a comfortable viewing distance.

Adjust the display-viewing angle to find the best position.

LCD Screen Care

To prevent image per sistence on LCD monitors (caused by the continuous display of graphics on the screen for
an extended period of time) take the following precautions:

Set the Windows Power Plans to turn the screen off after a few minutes of screenidle time.

Use arotating, moving or blank screen saver (this prevents an image from being displayed too long).
Rotate desktop background images every few days.

Turn the monitor off when the system isnot in use.

LCD Electro-Plated Logos

Note that in computers featuring araised LCD electro-plated logo, the logo is covered by a protective adhesive.
Due to general wear and tear, this adhesive may deteriorate over time and the exposed logo may devel op sharp
edges. Be careful when handling the computer in this case, and avoid touching the raised LCD electro-plated
logo.

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System Startup

1. Remove all packing materials, and place the computer on a stable surface, and securely attach any peripherals
you want to use with the notebook (e.g. keyboard and mouse) to their ports.

2. Attach the AC/DC adapter to the DC-In jack at the rear of the computer, then plug the AC power cord into an
outlet, and connect the AC power cord to the AC/DC adapter (make sure you use the adapter when first
setting up the computer, as to safeguard the computer during shipping, the battery will be locked to not power
the system until first connected to the AC/DC adapter).

3. Use one hand to raise the lid/LCD to a comfortable viewing angle (it is preferable not to exceed 135 degrees); use
the other hand to support the base of the computer (Note: Never lift the computer by the lid/LCD).

4. Press the power button on the top of the computer for about 2 - 3 seconds to turn the computer “on” (note that
the power LED on the front of the computer will turn from orange to green when the computer powers on).

AC/DC Adapter

Power-Saving States

Y ou can use power-saving states to stop the computer’ s operation and restart where
you left off. Win 8.1 uses the Sleep, Hibernate and Shut Down power-saving
states.

Sleep

In Sleep all of your work, settings and preferences are saved to memory before the
system sleeps. When you are not using your computer for a certain length of time,
which you specify in the operating system, it will enter Sleep to save power.

The PC wakes from Sleep within seconds and will return you to where you last | eft
off (what was on your desktop) without reopening the application(s) and file(s) you
last used.

If your mobile PC in Sleep is running on battery power the system will use only a
minimum amount of power. After an extended period the system will save all the
information to the hard disk and shut the computer down before the battery becomes
depleted.

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Chapter 4: Drivers & Utilities

This chapter dealswith installing the drivers and utilities essential to the operation or
improvement of some of the computer’s subsystems. The system takes advantage of
some newer hardware components for which the latest versions of most available op-
erating systems haven’t built in drivers and utilities. Thus, some of the system com-
ponents won't be auto-configured with an appropriate driver or utility during
operating system installation. Instead, you need to manually install some system-re-
quired drivers and utilities.

What to Install

You will need to attach an external optical CD/DVD devicedriveto install the
driversfrom the Device Drivers & Utilities + User’s Manual disc. The disc con-
tains the drivers and utilities necessary for the proper operation of the computer. Ta-
ble4 - 1, on page 4 - 4 lists what you need to install and it is very important that
thedriversareinstalled by the method outlined in thischapter, and in the or der
indicated.

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Failing the POST
Errors can be detected during the POST . There are two categories, “fatal” and “non-
fatal”.

Fatal Errors

These stop the boot process and usually indicate there is something seriously wrong
with your system. Take the computer to your service representative or authorized
distributor/supplier as soon as possible.

Non-Fatal Errors

This kind of error still allows you to boot. You will get a message identifying the
problem (make a note of this message!) and you can then press F7 (the F7 on screen
will be highlighted to illustrate that the system is processing the request) for boot op-
tions.

Press F2 (give the system a few seconds to enter Setup; the F2 on screen will be
highlighted to illustrate that the system is processing the request) to run the Setup
program and try to correct the problem. If you still get an error message after you
change the setting, or if the “cure” seems even worse, call for help.

To enter Setup, turn on the computer and press F2 (give the system a few seconds
to enter Setup; the F2 on screen will be highlighted to illustrate that the system is
processing the request) during the POST (or press F7 for boot options). If you get a
“Keyboard Error”, (usually because you pressed F2 too quickly) just press F2 again.

If the computer is already on, reboot using the Ctrl + Alt + Delete combination and
then hold down F2 when prompted. The Setup main menu will appear.

To see the boot options press F7.

RAID

To configure your RAID (Redundant Array of Independent Disks) system in Strip-
ing (RAID 0) or Mirroring (RAID 1) modes (see Table 6 - 1, on page 6 - 3) you will
require at least two identical (see sidebar) HDDS/SSDs.

RAID Level Description

Identical drives reading and writing data in parallel to increase performance. RAID 0
RAID 0 implements a striped disk array and the data is broken into blocks and each block is
written to a separate disk drive.

Identical drives in a mirrored configuration used to protect data. Should a drive that is
part of a mirrored array fail, the mirrored drive (which contains identical data) will
handle all the data. When a new replacement drive is installed, data to the new drive is
rebuilt from the mirrored drive to restore fault tolerance.

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9. The display will then connect (for specific settings for your display see the
documentation supplied with your compatible adapter/display for full details).

10. Go to the Project menu (Charms Bar > Devices) and click Disconnect to
temporarily disconnect from the wireless display.

11. To permanently disconnect from the display (you will need to go back through the
connection process again) you can select it in PC and Devices > Devices and
click Remove Device > Yes.

Chapter 7: Troubleshooting

Overview

Should you have any problemswith your computer, before consulting your service representative, you may want
to try to solve the problem yourself. This chapter lists some common problems and their possible solutions. This
can’'t anticipate every problem, but you should check here before you panic. If you don’t find the answer in these
pages, make sure you have followed the instructions carefully and observed the safety precautionsin the preface.
If al elsefails, talk to your service representative. Y ou should also make a record of what happened and what
remedies you tried.

Of course, if something goeswrong, it will happen at the most inconvenient time possible, so you should preview
this section just in case. If, after you' ve tried everything, and the system still won't cooperate, try turning it off
for afew minutes and then rebooting. Y ou will lose any unsaved data, but it may start working again. Then call
your service representative.

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Basic Hints and Tips

Many of the following may seem obvious but they are often the solution to a problem when your computer ap-
pears not to be working.

Power - Isthe computer actually plugged into aworking electrical outlet? If plugged into apower strip,
make sure it is actually working. Check the LED Power Indicators (see“LED Indicators’ on page 1 - 8)
to see the computer’s power status.

Connections - Check al the cables to make sure that there are no loose connections anywhere.

Power Savings - Make sure that the system is not in Hiber nate or Sleep mode by pressing the keys config-
ured in your Power Options (see “ Configuring the Power Buttons’ on page 3 - 9), the Fn + F12 key com-
bination, or power button to wake-up the system.

Brightness - Check the brightness of the screen by pressing the Fn + F8 and F9 keys to adjust the bright-
ness (see Table 1 - 5, on page 1 - 20).

Display Choice - Press Fn + F7 to make sure the system is not set to “external only” display.

Boot Drive - Make sure there are no optical media and/or USB stor age devicesin any connected drive.

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Backup and General Maintenance

» Always backup your important data, and keep copies of your OS and programs safe, but close to hand.
Don't forget to note the serial numbersif you are storing them out of their original cases, e.g. inaCD wal-
let.

* Run maintenance programs on your hard disk and OS as often as you can. You may schedule these pro-
grams to run at times when you are not using your computer. You can use those that are provided free with
your OS, or buy the more powerful dedicated programs to do so.

» Write down your passwords and keep them safe (away from your computer). Thisis especially important if
you choose to use a Boot password for the SCU (see “ Security Menu” on page 5 - 12).

» Keep copies of vital settings files such as network, dialup settings, mail settings etc. (even if just brief
notes).

» Ingtal an Anti-Virus program and keep the definitionsfile (the file which tells your program which viruses
to look for) up to date. New computer viruses are discovered daily, and some of them may seriously harm
your computer and cause you to lose data. Anti-Virus programs are commercially available and the defini-
tionsfile updates are usually downloadable directly from the internet.

» Becareful when opening e-mail from sources you don’'t know. Viruses are often triggered from within e-
mail attachments so take care when opening any attached file. You can configure most Anti-Virus pro-
grams to check all e-mail attachments. Note: You should also beware of files from people you know as the
virus may have infected an address book and been automatically forwarded without the person’s knowl-
edge.

» Keepa“Bootable CD-ROM/DVD-ROM/USB storage device” (this CD/DVD/USB device provides basic
information which allows you to startup your computer) handy. You may refer to your OS's documentation
for instructions on how to make one, and many Anti-Virus programs will also provide such adisk (or at
least instructions on how to make one).
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Upgrading and Adding New Hardware/Software

* Do not be tempted to make changes to your Windows Registry unless you are very sure of what you are
doing, otherwise you will risk severely damaging your system.

» Don't open your computer or undertake any repair or upgrade work if as this may violate the terms of your
warranty.

* Read the documentation. We can assume, since you are reading this that you are looking at the computer’s
manual, but what about any new peripheral devices you have just purchased? Many problems are caused by
the installation of new hardware and/or software. Always refer to the documentation of any new hardware
and/or software, and pay particular attention to files entitted “READ ME” or “READ ME FIRST”.

* Wheninstalling a new device always make sure the device is powered on, and in many cases you will need
to restart the computer. Always check that all the cables are correctly connected.

* Make sureyou haveinstalled the driversfor any new hardware you have installed (latest driver filesare
usually available to download from vendor’s websites).

» Thoroughly check any recent changes you made to your system as these changes may affect one or more
system components, or software programs. If possible, go back and undo the change you just made and see
if the problem still occurs.

» Don't over complicate things. The less you have to deal with then the easier the source of the problem may
be found; Example - if your computer has many devices plugged into its ports, and a number of programs
running, then it will be difficult to determine the cause of aproblem. Try disconnecting all of the devices and
restarting the computer with all the peripheral devices unplugged. A process of elimination (adding and
removing devices and restarting where necessary) will often find the source of a problem, although this may
be time consuming.

“Overheating” on page 1 - 21, 1 - 24 & 1 - 25). Make sure you're using the
correct adapter.

Make sure that your notebook is completely powered off before putting it into a
travel bag (or any such container). Putting a notebook which is powered on in a
travel bag may cause the Vent/Fan intakes to be blocked.

Nothing appears on screen.

The system is in a power saving mode. Toggle the sleep/resume key
combination, Fn + F12 (see “Configuring the Power Buttons” on page 3 - 9).

The screen controls need to be adjusted. Toggle the screen control key
combinations Fn + F8/F9. If you're connected to an external monitor, make sure
it's plugged in and turned on. You should also check the monitor’s own
brightness and contrast controls.

The computer is set for a different display. Toggle the screen display key
combination, Fn + F7. If an external monitor is connected, turn it on.

The screen saver is activated. Press any key or touch the TouchPad.

Power Options features are not enabled. Go to the Windows Power Options
menu and enable the features you prefer (see “Power-Saving States” on
page 3 - 7). Make sure you have enabled Hibernate mode from the control
panel.

The Wireless LAN/Bluetooth modules
cannot be detected.

The modules are off as the computer is in Airplane Mode. Check the LED
indicator to see ifitis in Airplane Mode (see “LED Indicators” on page 1 -
8). Use the Fn + F11 key combination to toggle Airplane Mode on/off (see
Table 1 -5, on page 1 - 20).

The PC Camera module cannot be
detected.

The module is off. Press the Fn + F10 key combination in order to enable the
module (see “Function Keys & Visual Indicators” on page 1 - 20). Run the
camera application to view the camera picture.

The Wireless LAN/Bluetooth modules
cannot be configured.

The driver(s) for the module(s) have not been installed. Make sure you have
installed the driver for the appropriate module (see the instructions for the
appropriate module in “Wireless LAN Module” on page6 - 25 and/or
“Bluetooth & WLAN Combo Module” on page 6 - 35).

Combo Port

This e-SATA (external Serial Advanced Technology Attachment) port allows you to plug-in
external Serial ATA hard drives. This port also serves as a USB 3.0 port.
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Item Description

HDMI-Out Port The HDMI-Out (High-Definition Multimedia Interface) port is an audio/video connector
interface for transmitting uncompressed digital streams. This allows you to connect an external
monitor, TV or Flat Panel Display etc. as a display device (see “Configuring an External
Display (NVIDIA)” on page C - 7) by means of a HDMI cable. Note that HDMI carries both
audio and video signals.

Headphone-Out Jack Headphones or speakers may be connected through this jack. Note: Set your system’s volume
to a reduced level before connecting to this jack.

Line-In Jack The Line-In jack allows you to play audio sources through the computer’s speakers. Note that
audio input through Line-in will default to the mute setting. To set up your audio sources to play
through the Line-in jack go to the Sound control panel and make sure the Mute box is not

checked.
Microphone-In Jack Plug an external microphone in to this jack to record on your computer.
RJ-45 LAN Jack This port supports LAN (Network) functions.

Note: Broadband (e.g. ADSL) modems usually connect to the LAN port.

S/PDIF-Out Jack This S/PDIF (Sony/Philips Digital Interface Format) Out Port allows you to connect your DVD-
capable PC to a Dolby AC-3 compatible receiver for “5.1” or ‘dts’ surround sound.
